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REPORTING RETALIATION A

Retaliation includes one of the following actions when taken against a
Service member because that member made or is preparing to make a protected
communication, such as reporting a criminal offense. Service members and Department of
the Navy personnel shall not retaliate against a Service member because the member
reported a criminal offense and may be punished under the UCMJ as an orders violation
under Article 92.

The following individuals are eligible to report retaliation
through the SAPR Program by speaking with a SAPR VA or SARC:
1) Adult Sexual Assault Victims who have made an unrestricted report
2) Adult Sexual Assault Victim’s adult family member
3) Witness to a Sexual Assault
4) Bystander (who intervened)
5) SARC (on the specific case)
6) SAPR VA (on the specific case)
7) Other responders (on the specific case)
8) Other party to the incident (friend, co-worker, etc.)
